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For my generation, the realization that water is a finite resource struck home with the 1974
movie, Chinatown. Here, in the guise of a slick detective story with all the requisite murders,
deceptions and sex scenes, the Los Angeles Water Wars of the 1910's and ‘20’°s were replayed.
Set in 1937 the sub-story was a thinly hidden replay of the manipulation of a key public
resource-- water -- by a gang of shadowy capitalist business interests.

Water was a scarce resource then, and it's still scarce today. Most of the world has minimal access
to clean drinking water and many nations regularly suffer severe water crises.

Only 2.5% of the earth's water is fresh, and only a tiny part of it is available for human use.
Agriculture and industry use most of that, leaving very little water for human consumption and
since the mid-20th century water quality has been severely compromised by industrial and
agricultural chemicals.

Whether we view the problem as "Is there enough water?" or as "Is there enough clean water?"
The issue is the same: water isn't useful if it's not clean.

One of our current concerns in southwest PA is the high- volume horizontal hydraulic fracturing
